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Floyd VanLaningham and the Waterfront Band bring down-home country sound to troops

In 2006, VanLaningham recorded his third CD, “Here I am.”  He recently received national recognition when the CD’s single, “No Grave for the Flowers,” hit No. 2 on the Christian Country charts and led to a whirlwind year of touring throughout the United States and Japan.  Earlier this year, he released his fourth CD, the autobiographical “I’m All Country,” 

 “Floyd's heartfelt songwriting comes from personal experience and his lyrics out and touch everyone in the audience,” said Frank Tagatac, Armed Forces Entertainment circuit and regional manager for the Pacific and the Carribean.  "He's a terrific country singer and an even better songwriter."
