bunch of good old boys from San Angelo, Texas ---but man, we support our troops. Our song ‘American 


Hero’ says it all.  Our troops on the frontlines deserve all of our respect—they are the heroes.”

"Under Pressure" boosted EMBER into the modern rock market as one of the hottest up-and-coming 


bands.

Combining raw riffs with big hooks and vocal harmonies, Hinder take their cues from rock legends 


like Aerosmith, AC/DC, KISS, and Guns N’ Roses, and update them with modern guitar sounds. Their triple platinum debut Extreme Behavior documented the decadence and strained relationships of these retro rock juggernauts, whose subsequent cover of Steppenwolf’s "Born To Be Wild" for NASCAR last year was a natural extension of their lives on the road. Hinder’s latest album “Take it to the Limit” was released in November 2008. It debuted at #4 on the Billboard 200.
