Success soon followed with their first Gold album in 1993, “Corazon De Cristal,” a Grammy Award for Best Tejano Performance in 1999 and a Latin Grammy also for Best Tejano Performance in 2000 for the album “Por Eso Te Amo.”
In 2006 the band released a greatest hits album on Univision/Urbana, titled “Evoluciones,” which includes 13 of their past hits, plus two new studio tracks.  The special edition of the album also features a DVD of the band’s history.  The group is currently touring in the United States and Mexico.
