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Quietdrive kicks off global tour with Armed Forces Entertainment

Citing influences that vary from hip-hop to classical violin to Alice in Chains, along with having been “force-fed the Beatles and Beach Boys,” growing up, Quietdrive’s sound is unique and ever changing.  They also work on developing their songwriting skills as much as their stage presence, and cite their latest effort, “Deliverance” as something different from their debut album.  “We always want to try something new,” says Kirby.  “We’re always trying to write new music, and we really took the time to make this our own.”  


“We’re looking forward to welcoming Quietdrive on tour with Armed Forces Entertainment,” says Navy Lieutenant Jarod Trujillo, Armed Forces Entertainment circuit manager for Europe and the Mediterranean.  “No doubt our troops will enjoy the performances and appreciate some boosted morale as we enter the New Year.”

They’re counting on their widespread appeal as an asset that will deliver a good set of shows.  “Our moms and our younger brothers all like our music,” says Kirby.  “People in their 50s and

They’re also looking forward to the time they’ll have in a single place to interact more with their audience than they’re typically used to out on the road.  “We’ll actually have time to sit down and soak it all in,” Kirby says.  “We’re going to have fun – I hope everyone else is.”
