The EP features appearances by Grammy-winning saxophonist Jeff Coffin of Bela Fleck and the Flecktones and is set to be released in this fall.


In their music, members of Solution have been influenced by such varied musical acts as Prince, Phish, Talking Heads, Herbie Hancock, Stevie Wonder, Pink Floyd, Led Zeppelin and Rush.
