Since then, he has appeared on national television multiple times, including Comedy Central, HBO, ‘The Martin Short Show,’ ‘The Jamie Kennedy Experiment’ on Fox and ‘The Late Late Show with Craig Kilborn.’ Bradley has opened for Chris Rock, Jerry Seinfield and Adam Sandler. He also has performed for U.S. troops overseas in Iraq and Afghanistan.

Phoenix plays a number of roles as an actress, comedian and voiceover talent. She appeared on the Drew Carey Show and has completed several voiceover spots in Disney animated series, animated pilots, TV promos, national TV commercials and video games including the game based on The Sopranos.
