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Tripdavon Set to Rock Troops in the Pacific

Tripdavon recently completed extensive tours of Europe and the Eastern United States and looks forward to getting back on the road with their Armed Forces Entertainment tour. "With all that's going on in the world today, we want to give them a few hours where they can take their minds off the pressures and enjoy some music from home."
